In the absence of an auditor a vice auditor may

vote. Proxy voting forms will be available in the socsbox for collection by the Auditor or vice

auditor, which will need to be signed and submitted to the socsbox by 4pm on the evening

of the election.

_ Candidates will be elected by proportional representation.

_ Voters may number all the candidates in order of preference but are encouraged to indicate at

least first, second and third preferences.

USC reps may attend the auditors forum but may not vote unless he/she is an auditor.
